Food miles are the distance food travels from where it is grown to where it is finally purchased
or consumed. Food miles — and the resulting pollution — increase substantially when we
consider produce and goods imported from halfway around the world. Between 1968 and 1998,
world food production increased by 84 percent and the population by 91 percent, but food trade
increased by 184 percent. Today, the typical American prepared meal contains, on average,
ingredients from at least five countries outside the United States.

Not only are the distances that food travels from farm to market important, but the modes
of transport also have a large effect on how much pollution is produced. For example, importing
food by airplane results in far greater emissions of greenhouse gases than imports by ship.

Although there are some exceptions, in most cases, locally produced food proves the best
choice for minimizing global warming and other pollutants. In fact, another study showed that
when you combined all locally grown food, it still produced less carbon dioxide emissions in
transport than any one imported product. The effects all this pollution can have on our health
may be reflected in high rates of asthma and other respiratory symptoms, as well as increased
school absence days for children.

Some British universities and colleges are not going to accept sixth-formers who have taken non-
academic subjects at A-level. They say schools should not teach less difficult subjects because
they do not really prepare students for the academic side of university life.

There are schools which have always advised students to take "easy" A-levels, such as drama
or PE because students have a better chance of getting higher grades than if they take, for
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instance, maths, physics or chemistry. However, top institutions like Oxbridge have recently said
they cannot accept these subjects because they are not good preparation for degrees.

I have worked in education for many years, so | feel I can express my opinion about the so-
called “soft" subjects.

| think there is no such thing as a 'soft' A-level subject. When | was in the sixth form, | had to
take only two exams in all of my subjects. | did not have to do any coursework at all. Pupils
studying today have to sit several exams after the first and the second years of the sixth form.

Besides, they have to complete demanding coursework. This can often take more time in
subjects like art or drama, as pupils have to spend hours of their own time preparing their work
to show. We should not think less of students who choose media studies or music rather than
geography or physics.

Today's students are definitely not less hard-working than we were. | would actually prefer my
exams to what students have to do today, which leaves them little time for extracurricular
activities. We should congratulate students on what they achieve and not think how to make their
life more complicated than it already is!
