Once Upon a Thanksgiving

Generations of Yanks have told themselves a patriotic story of the supposed first Thanksgiving that
misrepresents colonization as (1) and bloodless.

In 1619 — that’s 400 years ago — the first ship full of slaves anchored off North American shores,
