“Blinking” crystals may convert COz into fuels

The team of scientists and engineers has created ultra-small titanium dioxide crystals that exhibit
unusual “blinking” behavior and may help to (1) (a. produce / b. derive / c. evolve) methane and other fuels.
The crystals, also known as nanoparticles, stay charged for a long time and could benefit efforts to develop
quantum computers. More than 10 million metric tons of titanium dioxide are produced annually, making it
one of the most widely used materials. It is used in sunscreens, paints, cosmetics and varnishes, for example.
It's also used in the paper and pulp, plastic, fiber, rubber, food, glass and ceramic industries. The team
discovered a new way to make extremely small titanium dioxide crystals. While it’s still

Beware of Advertising, Kiddos

Kindergarteners should be given lessons in how to deal with the avalanche of adverts they get buried
under every single day, a government inquiry has found.

The inquiry into the commercialization of childhood revealed that firms spend at least 600 miIn pounds
each year advertising to children in the UK. It said children are increasingly (1) by brands, advertising
slogans and commercial messages.

Companies increasingly use schools and playgrounds to conduct their market research, distribute free
2) of their products and advertise their logos. Some of them (3) schools free classroom exercise
books that (4) adverts from soft drink companies and pop bands, while others specialize in placing
advertising posters in schools. A growing number of schools are sponsored by or managed by firms.

Companies such as Nestle and Kellogg’s bankroll school awards, while Tesco and Cadbury have
encouraged pupils and their parents to collect tokens in exchange for computers and sports equipment.

Some online marketing techniques ask children to recommend products to their friends or (5)
children who have bought certain products in the past.

John Alvarez has slept in a tent in his
backyard for 57 nights and counting.

As the inventory manager of Farm Share, an
immense South Florida food bank, Mr. Alvarez
finds himself holding his breath under his face-
covering as he speaks to the many clients who
come in without masks, for fear that coronavirus
particles will seep through the fabric.

Because he interacts with the public every
day, Mr. Alvarez sleeps outdoors to avoid
contaminating his wife, aging mother-in-law,
three sons and grandson.

At night, he sometimes peeks through the
window to watch his wife sleep. By day, he
does socially-distanced yard work with his sons.

“I want to sleep in my house, sleep in my
bed,” he said. “I want to hug my wife, my
children, grandson. | want to live. Right now, |
don’t feel like I'm living.”

“How long is this going to be?”

The closest hospital to his house in
Homestead, 40 miles south of Miami, is nearing
capacity as Covid-19 cases soar.

California was the first state to shut down to
counter the coronavirus and has avoided the
staggeringly high infection and death rates
suffered in the Northeast.

But the debilitating financial costs are
mounting every day.

Locked down in their homes, the four former
California governors clicked into a Zoom call
and one after another described how they dealt
with the crises that had defined their time in
office.

For Pete Wilson, it was the 1994 Northridge
earthquake. Gray Davis evoked the electricity
disaster that drove him out in a recall election,
and Arnold Schwarzenegger and Jerry Brown
lamented the Great Recession.

But the former governors agreed that nothing
they confronted was as dire or will be more
consequential than what the current occupant of
the office, Gov. Gavin Newsom, now faces.

The economic collapse resulting from the
coronavirus pandemic “dwarfs any problem the
four of us had,” Mr. Davis recalled saying at the
meeting, which took place late last month and
was convened by Mr. Newsom. “There’s no
playbook,” he said. “There’s no precedent.”

The jobless rate in California has reached 24
percent, roughly equal to the peak
unemployment of the Great Depression, in 1933.

Fingers Crossed

Studies show that stress increases our magical thinking and our superstitions. Think back to (1)
exams when you were in school: many of us had magical behaviours or rituals, lucky numbers, a special
necklace, wearing the same clothes before a sports game — all things we did before a special event intended to
(2 danger and help us achieve a better outcome.

The world economy has fallen into
recession, suffering from a “wicked cocktail”
of coronavirus and the dramatic action to limit
its spread, according to four former IMF chief
economists.

The former top officials agreed addressing
public health needs was the first priority, but
said that with a sharp downturn likely, the
governments should be preparing to spend
significant sums to protect businesses and
households.

Gita Gopinath, IMF chief economist, said it
was hard to predict what might happen but that
the pandemic did not look like a normal
recession.

Data from China has shown a much steeper
drop in services than a normal downturn
would predict for instance.

But her predecessors at the IMF were less
guarded. Kenneth Rogoff, a Harvard
University professor, said: “A global recession
seems baked in a cake at this point with odds
over 90 per cent.”

Raghuram Rajan, professor at Chicago
Booth School of Business and a former Indian
central bank governor said the depth of any
economic hit would depend on the authorities’
success in containing the pandemic. “Anything
prolonged obviously creates more stress for
the system,” he said.

A long outbreak could also lead to a second
round of consequences, where workers were
let go and there was another fall in demand,
eroding long-term confidence, he warned.
