The Great Palace

There were sharp and unexpected increases in the cost of raw materials. The cost of cocoa

Pursuit of Happiness

As a species, people are very resilient. We all have good days and bad days but we seem to always
return to our baseline. Psychologists call this “hedonistic adaptation”. In other words, no (1) how nice
or awful we feel, those feelings don’t (2) . We are not very good at predicting the (3) that major
life events are going to have on our life. We think that a new dress, a new hairstyle or a facelift will change
our lives but it rarely does. When we get married or get an A in class, or purchase something that we have
wanted for a very long time, we get a short boost of joy and pleasure but that is often only (4) : We soon
return to our baseline level of happiness.

As a simple example, research shows that those who win a lottery are no happier a year later than they
were before their win: they simply get (5) to the new (6) ; they no longer notice the details that
made them happy. This is often (7) to as the “satisfaction treadmill”: we constantly shift our
expectations and standards and keep running on the treadmill to reach a new set point that we think will make
us happier.

The same is true on the “unhappy” side: when a bad thing happens — a poor grade, we (8) our
car, or a romantic break-up — it can (9) us down, but it will (10) fade with time, and our well-
being will return to baseline.
