What are the presumable functions of henges in Britain?

The purpose of Stonehenge is unknown and may have changed during the twelve hundred years that it
took for the henge to reach its final form. However, its connection to the midsummer sunrise and
midwinter sunset as well as to an eighteen-year lunar cycle has led many to suggest a religious or astro-
calendrical function.

Remains of human bodies at henge sites suggest that they were religious locations.
